
Algae is a very tiny 
plant. It is so small 
that it consists of only 
one cell. Sometimes 
you find it in your 
aquarium or 
swimming pool. In the 
Delta it can be blue-
green or even red in 
color and float.



The California aqueduct 
is a 450 mile long 
concrete canal that 
moves water from the 
Delta to farms and 
homes in Southern 
California. It is about 40 
feet wide and 30 feet 
deep and is the world’s 
largest water project. 



This invasive plant 
looks just like the one 
in your fish aquarium. 
When it grows in the 
Delta it makes very 
thick and dense mats 
that clog the 
waterway for boaters, 
swimmers 



The Central Valley 
Project is a series of 
dams, reservoirs, 
canals and pumping 
and power plants that 
supply water to the 
Sacramento and San 
Joaquin valleys and 
to cities in the Bay 
Area. 



The clam is a Bivalve (they  
have a shell consisting of 
two hinged valves). 
Bivalves, which include 
clams, cockles, mussels, 
oysters and scallops, are 
an important food source 
for humans, as well as for 
fish, and shore birds. 



The Delta in California 
is where the San 
Joaquin and 
Sacramento Rivers 
come together and 
flow into the San 
Francisco Bay. 



Animals that eat only 
plants are herbivores. 
Deer, grasshoppers, 
rabbits and squirrels 
are all herbivores 



A plant that did not 
originally grow in an 
area is an invasive 
plant. Most invasive 
plants were brought 
to the Delta by cargo 
ships from other 
countries.
